JUDGING CRITERIA: 

· Did the project achieve its goal

· Creative use of Lottery funds 
· Economic and social impact to the community
ENTRY CATEGORIES: Entry categories are determined by the total dollar cost of the project (not just Lottery dollars involved). 

Small Communities (Serving up to 10,000)

1) Projects costing up to $200,000

2) Projects costing between $200,000 and $500,000

3) Projects costing between $500,000 and $1 million

4) Projects costing more than $1 million

Medium Communities (Serving 10,000 to 60,000)

1) 
Projects costing up to $100,000

2) 
Projects costing between $100,000 and $500,000

3) Projects costing between $500,000 and $1 million

4) Projects costing more than $1 million

Large Communities (Serving 60,000 and more)

1) 
Projects costing up to $200,000

2) Projects costing between $200,000 and $500,000

3) Projects costing between $500,000 and $1 million

4) Projects costing more than $1 million

Projects must have been completed within the last five years.

Eligible entities may submit multiple entries, but a single proceeds project may not be submitted for both a Starburst Community Awards and a Starburst Conservation Award.

Information and photos from the Colorado Lottery Starburst Community Awards are used in the Lottery’s Marketing efforts, to promote how Lottery proceeds are put to work.
