The Colorado Lottery is pleased to announce its 2010 Colorado Lottery Starburst Conservation Awards for excellence in the use of Lottery funds for conservation projects.  This program is open to any government entity that receives Lottery funds, as well as nonprofit land conservation organizations that partner with agencies receiving Lottery funds. There are two distinct categories: one for the management of open space projects, including wildlife habitat preservation; and the other for the strategic acquisition of land parcels. The deadline for submissions is June 25, 2010.  The awards will be presented at the annual Colorado Open Space Alliance Conference.
JUDGING CRITERIA: 

· Did the project achieve its goal

· What was the long-term/permanent value to residents/wildlife/natural resources of the state 

· Economic or Social benefit to the community from the project 

· Creative use of Lottery funds.
Colorado Lottery Conservation Awards – Management 

May include trails, planning, capitol projects or other creative uses in the management of open space resources.

ENTRY CATEGORIES: Entry categories are determined by the total budget for the project, but it should include some Lottery funding.

Budget up to $300,000

2) 
Budget between $300,000 and $1 million

3) 
Budget of $1 million and above

Projects must have been completed within the last five years.

Colorado Lottery Conservation Awards – Acquisition 

Recognizes excellence in the acquisition of strategic parcels of land and connector properties to enhance community’s open space resources.

ENTRY CATEGORIES: Entry categories are determined by the total acquisition cost, but must include some Lottery funds.

Budget up to $1 million

2) 
Budget between $1 million and $3 million

3) 
Budget of $3 million or above

Projects must have been completed within the last five years.

Eligible entities may submit multiple entries, but a single proceeds project may not be submitted for both a Starburst Community Awards and a Starburst Conservation Award.

Information and photos from the Colorado Lottery Starburst Community Awards are used in the Lottery’s marketing efforts, to promote how Lottery proceeds are put to work.
